It includes so many ethical 

notions like honesty, pure-conscience, self-respect, self-

reliance, respect for women and poor people, love and 

compassion to all, duty towards the country, society and 

family, self-less service, social commitment, etc. A value 

based education should incorporate these notions and 

should harmonize all aspects of the learner or students. 

In the absence of these notions education will become a 

collection of information, a dry precept or dogma and 

students would be like a robot. So at the outset, it is 

necessary to mention Gandhi's view on education. He 

writes-

“I hold that true education of the intellect can only come 

through a proper exercise and training of the bodily 

organs .....an intelligent use of the bodily organs in a child 

provides the best and quickest way of developing his 

intellect. But unless the development of the mind and 

body goes hand in hand with a corresponding awakening 

of the soul, the former alone would prove to be a poor 

lop-sided affair.

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 “My idea was never to entrust children to 

commonplace teachers. Their literary qualification 

was not so essential as their moral fibre.” 

        One can question that why we have to 

consider the moral aspect of a teacher as he is not a 

preacher but an employer to perform some 

assigned duties. In this context there may be 

various arguments and counter arguments. But 

one explanation, which was given by Vivekananda 

is worth to mention here.  In an interview 

published in Madras Times in February 1897, 

Vivekananda  argued  that a value based education 

requires a teacher of great personal integrity. He 

spoke- 

 “My idea of education is personal contact with the 

teacher......Without the personal life of a teacher, 

there would be no education. Take your 

Universities. What have they done during the fifty 

years of their existence? They have not produced 

one original man. They are merely an examining 

body. The idea of the sacrifice for common weal is 

not yet developed.”4 (CWSV, 5 : 224)  

       As a visionary thinker, Gandhi envisages the 

role of teachers in a wider perspective. The role of 

teachers is not confined just to class teachings and 

completing the syllabus rather to shape the life of 

students in holistic way. The greatest job of a 

teacher is to prepare the next generation to face 

the problems of the world with courage 5 and 

confidence. As the real examination of a student's 

life starts when she leaves the college and/or 

university and enters into the practical world.  

According to Gandhi -  

“It is possible for a teacher situated miles away to 

affect the spirit of the pupils by his way of living. It 

would be idle for me, if I were a liar, to teach boys to 

tell the truth. A cowardly teacher would never 

succeed in making his boys valiant, and a stranger 

to self-restraint could never teach his pupils the 

value of self-restraints.”

      To accentuate the role of teachers, Gandhi 

       To achieve this ideal of education Gandhi underlines 

the role of parents and teachers, because the actions and 

behaviours of these people leave a direct impact on 

young minds. We generally say that parents are the first 

teacher of a student and teachers are the second parents. 

When a child is infant, parents' day to day behaviour 

shape the nature of a child. Therefore, parents should be 

very careful in this matter. As Gandhi opines- 

“The education of children is primarily a duty to be 

discharged by the parents. Therefore, the creation of a 

vital educational atmosphere is more important than the 

foundation of innumerable schools. When once this 

atmosphere has been established on a firm footing, the 

schools will come in due course.”  

       It is the family from where a child learns the first 

lesson of his life. There are so many examples where a 

child did not get the opportunity to acquire formal 

education, but had contributed very much to the welfare 

of humanity because of the value-system of their families. 

The reverse is also a sad reality, where highly intellectual 

people have deteriorated the progress of society in the 

absence of value system. So, according to Gandhi -  

“The real property that a parent can transmit to all equally 

is his or her character and educational facilities..... 

Parents should seek to make their sons and daughters 

self-reliant, well-able to earn an honest livelihood by the 

sweat of the brow.” Young India, 29-10-1931  

        Gandhi's emphasis on family in the process of 

acquiring knowledge reminds us the famous dictum of 

his contemporary American-Spanish philosopher George 

Santayana (1863-1952). According to Santayana – 'A child 

educated only at school is an uneducated child' 3.          

           The role of a teacher is also important for imparting 

values in students. It is the teacher who teaches students 

about some values apart from academic knowledge in a 

decent and dignified way. The workmanship of a teacher 

is more important than to just divulging bookish 

knowledge. For this his character is equally or more 

important than to his intellectual acumen. He 

underscores the importance of teacher in the following 

way- 
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in shaping the future of humanity. For Gandhi 'Real 

education consists in drawing the best out of 

yourself.  What better book can there be than the 

book of humanity?' 8 (Harijan, 30-03-1934). We all 

know that the crisis of present society is not the 

lack of education, but the lack of value based 

education. In value based education we give equal 

importance to ethical and emotional aspects of life 

as well as rational. In other words, purity of heart 

and focus on moral values are equally important 

as the sharpness of mind or brain. Otherwise there 

will be a complete chaos in the social fabric. As 

Martin Luther King Jr. observes -  

“The function of education, therefore, is to teach 

one to think intensively and to think critically. But 

education which stops with efficiency may prove 

the greatest menace to society. The most 

dangerous criminal may be the man gifted with 

reason, but with no morals.” 9       

Thus, true education means an all-round 

development of human life like – physical, 

intellectual, moral and spiritual. An ideal education 

system can not discard any of these aspects. A fine 

education system must have a fine balance and 

harmony among mind, body, and soul. Actually the 

problem of present educational  institutions is that 

they are producing a large number of high earning 

software engineers, bureaucrats, doctors, 

professors, chartered  accountants, company  

secretaries, lawyers, sports persons, media 

reporters etc. with high intelligence but most of 

them are living in tremendous mental pressures 

because of unending greed and  egoistic and 

materialistic life styles. They are good in their 

professional skills because of their talent and 

education, but are they good human beings? This 

is the crucial question that our academic 

institutions, policy makers and family members 

have to address. Package based education system 

has marred their moral duty towards family, 

society and the nation as well as their inner 

conscience.10 It is because of these attitudes, their 

further says–'I did not find it at all necessary to load the 

boys with quantities of books. I have always felt that the 

true textbook for the pupil is his teacher' 6. Echoing the 

spirit of Gandhian thought, former President, A P J Kalam 

says that when children are growing up, say till the age of 

fifteen, the best role model they can think of would be 

their father, mother and their schoolteacher. They are 

the people who can impart the best guidance during this 

period. In this way teachers and parents have a big 

responsibility.

          About the significance of education we have to 

understand that it is not one dimensional phenomenon 

limited to human intellect, neither it should be confined 

to the up-liftment of few people, but it must be holistic 

and should have concern for the welfare of all, specially of 

the poor. It should not be a dry precept loaded with facts, 

but it must be full of liveliness. Of course, intellect, 

rationality, jobs are essential aspects of education, 

therefore these are important but these aspects should 

not be developed and nurtured at the cost of  humanistic 

and ethical values. Humanity is more important than 

rationality. It is the duty of intellectuals to serve the 

suffering humanity rather than just fighting for their own 

personal interests. In a civilised  society duties and rights 

should co-exist without suppressing each other. History 

has witnessed that those who had set a paradigm of 

progress at national and international levels were not 

intellectually genius but average people with high 

integrity. Famous philanthropist and businessman 

Warren Buffett (1930- ) rightly says –

  “Look for three things in a person- intelligence, energy 

and integrity. If they do not have the last one, don't even 

bother with the first two.” 7   

 It is a well-known fact that an educated, but valueless 

person is more dangerous than an illiterate person 

whose heart is pure. In our school days we were told that 

a hungry and poor person would steal a few kilograms of 

food grains from a deserted freight train but a highly 

educated person devoid of values will rob the entire 

freight train. It is clear that only value based education 

can play a vital role in curing these types of evils and 

preventing corruptions.  It can also play a very crucial role 
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 “My idea was never to entrust children to 

commonplace teachers. Their literary qualification 

was not so essential as their moral fibre.” 

        One can question that why we have to 

consider the moral aspect of a teacher as he is not a 

preacher but an employer to perform some 

assigned duties. In this context there may be 

various arguments and counter arguments. But 

one explanation, which was given by Vivekananda 

is worth to mention here.  In an interview 

published in Madras Times in February 1897, 

Vivekananda  argued  that a value based education 

requires a teacher of great personal integrity. He 

spoke- 

 “My idea of education is personal contact with the 

teacher......Without the personal life of a teacher, 

there would be no education. Take your 

Universities. What have they done during the fifty 

years of their existence? They have not produced 

one original man. They are merely an examining 

body. The idea of the sacrifice for common weal is 

not yet developed.”4 (CWSV, 5 : 224)  

       As a visionary thinker, Gandhi envisages the 

role of teachers in a wider perspective. The role of 

teachers is not confined just to class teachings and 

completing the syllabus rather to shape the life of 

students in holistic way. The greatest job of a 

teacher is to prepare the next generation to face 

the problems of the world with courage 5 and 

confidence. As the real examination of a student's 

life starts when she leaves the college and/or 

university and enters into the practical world.  

According to Gandhi -  

“It is possible for a teacher situated miles away to 

affect the spirit of the pupils by his way of living. It 

would be idle for me, if I were a liar, to teach boys to 

tell the truth. A cowardly teacher would never 

succeed in making his boys valiant, and a stranger 

to self-restraint could never teach his pupils the 

value of self-restraints.”

      To accentuate the role of teachers, Gandhi 

       To achieve this ideal of education Gandhi underlines 

the role of parents and teachers, because the actions and 

behaviours of these people leave a direct impact on 

young minds. We generally say that parents are the first 

teacher of a student and teachers are the second parents. 

When a child is infant, parents' day to day behaviour 

shape the nature of a child. Therefore, parents should be 

very careful in this matter. As Gandhi opines- 

“The education of children is primarily a duty to be 

discharged by the parents. Therefore, the creation of a 

vital educational atmosphere is more important than the 

foundation of innumerable schools. When once this 

atmosphere has been established on a firm footing, the 

schools will come in due course.”  

       It is the family from where a child learns the first 

lesson of his life. There are so many examples where a 

child did not get the opportunity to acquire formal 

education, but had contributed very much to the welfare 

of humanity because of the value-system of their families. 

The reverse is also a sad reality, where highly intellectual 

people have deteriorated the progress of society in the 

absence of value system. So, according to Gandhi -  

“The real property that a parent can transmit to all equally 

is his or her character and educational facilities..... 

Parents should seek to make their sons and daughters 

self-reliant, well-able to earn an honest livelihood by the 

sweat of the brow.” Young India, 29-10-1931  

        Gandhi's emphasis on family in the process of 

acquiring knowledge reminds us the famous dictum of 

his contemporary American-Spanish philosopher George 

Santayana (1863-1952). According to Santayana – 'A child 

educated only at school is an uneducated child' 3.          

           The role of a teacher is also important for imparting 

values in students. It is the teacher who teaches students 

about some values apart from academic knowledge in a 

decent and dignified way. The workmanship of a teacher 

is more important than to just divulging bookish 

knowledge. For this his character is equally or more 

important than to his intellectual acumen. He 

underscores the importance of teacher in the following 

way- 
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in shaping the future of humanity. For Gandhi 'Real 

education consists in drawing the best out of 

yourself.  What better book can there be than the 

book of humanity?' 8 (Harijan, 30-03-1934). We all 

know that the crisis of present society is not the 

lack of education, but the lack of value based 

education. In value based education we give equal 

importance to ethical and emotional aspects of life 

as well as rational. In other words, purity of heart 

and focus on moral values are equally important 

as the sharpness of mind or brain. Otherwise there 

will be a complete chaos in the social fabric. As 

Martin Luther King Jr. observes -  

“The function of education, therefore, is to teach 

one to think intensively and to think critically. But 

education which stops with efficiency may prove 

the greatest menace to society. The most 

dangerous criminal may be the man gifted with 

reason, but with no morals.” 9       

Thus, true education means an all-round 

development of human life like – physical, 

intellectual, moral and spiritual. An ideal education 

system can not discard any of these aspects. A fine 

education system must have a fine balance and 

harmony among mind, body, and soul. Actually the 

problem of present educational  institutions is that 

they are producing a large number of high earning 

software engineers, bureaucrats, doctors, 

professors, chartered  accountants, company  

secretaries, lawyers, sports persons, media 

reporters etc. with high intelligence but most of 

them are living in tremendous mental pressures 

because of unending greed and  egoistic and 

materialistic life styles. They are good in their 

professional skills because of their talent and 

education, but are they good human beings? This 

is the crucial question that our academic 

institutions, policy makers and family members 

have to address. Package based education system 

has marred their moral duty towards family, 

society and the nation as well as their inner 

conscience.10 It is because of these attitudes, their 

further says–'I did not find it at all necessary to load the 

boys with quantities of books. I have always felt that the 

true textbook for the pupil is his teacher' 6. Echoing the 

spirit of Gandhian thought, former President, A P J Kalam 

says that when children are growing up, say till the age of 

fifteen, the best role model they can think of would be 

their father, mother and their schoolteacher. They are 

the people who can impart the best guidance during this 

period. In this way teachers and parents have a big 

responsibility.

          About the significance of education we have to 

understand that it is not one dimensional phenomenon 

limited to human intellect, neither it should be confined 

to the up-liftment of few people, but it must be holistic 

and should have concern for the welfare of all, specially of 

the poor. It should not be a dry precept loaded with facts, 

but it must be full of liveliness. Of course, intellect, 

rationality, jobs are essential aspects of education, 

therefore these are important but these aspects should 

not be developed and nurtured at the cost of  humanistic 

and ethical values. Humanity is more important than 

rationality. It is the duty of intellectuals to serve the 

suffering humanity rather than just fighting for their own 

personal interests. In a civilised  society duties and rights 

should co-exist without suppressing each other. History 

has witnessed that those who had set a paradigm of 

progress at national and international levels were not 

intellectually genius but average people with high 

integrity. Famous philanthropist and businessman 

Warren Buffett (1930- ) rightly says –

  “Look for three things in a person- intelligence, energy 

and integrity.

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education. In his famous lecture to Harvard 

University students, the American poet R W 

Emerson (1803-1882) said that 'character is higher 

than intellect'13 which left an everlasting impact 

on young minds of academic institutions. It 

underscores the primacy of moral values to 

intellectual values. It re-emphasizes the urgency of 

human virtues which have been underscored by 

Greek Philosopher Aristotle (384-322 BC) in his 

famous book 'Nicomachean Ethics' 14 but which 

were unintentionally ignored by two major ethical 

theories of that time namely teleological (Bentham 

and J S Mill) and deontological (Immanuel Kant). In 

this book Aristotle talks about moral (courage, 

generosity, justice, friendship) and intellectual 

virtues (wisdom, intuition, art) which are equally 

important for an overall development of human 

life. In his autobiography Benjamin Franklin (1706-

1790) talks about the practice of thirteen virtues 

(Temperance, sincerity, justice, chastity, humility 

etc.), most of them are moral, and not intellectual 

(2004 : 67-71). The letter which was written by 

Abraham Lincoln (1809-65) to the teacher of his 

son is like a manifesto of value based education. 

Utterances like- 'Teach him that for every enemy 

there is a friend. It will take time, I know a long time, 

but teach, if you can, that a dollar earned is of more 

value than five found. Teach him, it is far more 

honourable to fail than to cheat.' urge the necessity 

of value based education. If we successfully 

actualize the philosophy of this letter in our life 

most of problems will be sorted out.    

In conclusion, we can say that the problem of our 

present  educat ion system is  that  i t  has 

overemphasized the development of intellect even 

at the cost of general well-being of humanity. It 

could not visualise that humanity is more valuable 

than rationality. Being illiterate may be a problem 

for a civilised society but being immoral is a 

catastrophe. Great scientist A P J Kalam has also 

showed  concern about this paradox. The 

knowledge of modern Science and Technology has 

made human beings less sensitive. The fascinating 

consumerism has turned human beings into mere 

personal lives have been scattered and their mental 

peace have been severely damaged. They have turned 

themselves as machines devoid of feelings and emotions 

11. Of course, they are more 'intelligent' and 'confident' 

than their forefathers, but the problem is that their 

morals are very low in spite of very high talent and salary. 

We must not forget that financial  earnings can no way 

compensate their ethical depreciation. In the present era 

of consumerism when people segregate ethics from 

economics then Gandhi exhorts – 

“I must confess that I do not draw a sharp or any 

distinction between economics and ethics. Economics 

that hurt the moral well-being of an individual or a nation 

are immoral and, therefore, sinful.” Young India, 13-10-

1921

Through his reflective mind, Gandhi visualised problems 

of Indian education system a long time back. Financial 

stability is essential for the overall well-being of the 

individual but this should not be the sole purpose of 

education. Therefore value emphasis is the foundation of 

his teachings as against to the package based career, 

which occupies a central place in today's education 

system.   

One of the most important aspect of Gandhi's ideas of 

value based education is that he emphasizes the need of 

practice of those values and principles which we study so 

that we can internalize them. We usually quote the 

aphorism that 'knowledge is power' but in reality, 

knowledge is only 'potential power'. It becomes actual 

power only when we practice it in our day to day life and 

make it an essential part of our character. History has 

witnessed that mere bookish knowledge hardly left any 

impact on the society and humanity. It is the practice of 

those values in real life, which makes the difference.  As 

he clearly states- 

“Real education begins after a child has left school. One 

who has appreciated the value of studies is a student all 

his life. His knowledge must increase from day to day 

while he is discharging his duty in a conscientious 

manner.”12   

It will not be out of place to mention some Western 

thinkers who also highlighted the need of value based 
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“I had always given the first place to the culture of 

the heart or the building of character, and as I felt 

confident that MORAL training could be given to all 

alike, no matter how different their ages and their 

upbringing......I regarded character building as the 

proper foundation for their education, and if the 

foundation was firmly laid, I was sure that the 

children could learn all  the other things 

themselves or with the assistance of friends.” 15 

The onus is now upon all of us to prepare this 

foundation, if we sincerely wish to actualize his 

vision of value based education, 

without Sacrifice , Young India, 22nd October 

1925.

He strongly recommended all 

round development of human beings with special 

emphasis on character.  As man is neither mere intellect, 

nor the gross animal body, nor the heart nor soul alone. A 

proper and harmonious combination of all the three is 

required for the making of whole man and constitutes the 

true economics of education. Harijan, 08-05-1937. In 

connection to this he expresses his view as a 

schoolmaster -

1. It is very pertinent to mention here the view of Swami 

Vivekananda, who is also an important pioneer for 

the inculcation of values in education. In an article 

'The Future of India' he writes-

 “Education is not the amount of information that is 

put into your brain and runs riot there, undigested all 

your life. We must have life-building, man-making, 

character-making assimilation of ideas. If you have 

assimilated five ideas and made them your life and 

character, you have more education than any man 

who has got by heart  a whole l ibrary.  यथा

the value of the sandalwood.' If education is identical 

with information, the libraries are the greatest sages 

in the world and encyclopaedias are the Rishis.”
