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ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

1. Admissions to all Undergraduate Programs at the University of Delhi will be based on the scores obtained in
CUET (UG) - 2023, except for admissions to the School of Open Learning (SOL), Non-Collegiate Women Education
Board (NCWEB) and Foreign Nationals.

2. An eligible candidate desirous of seeking admission to the Undergraduate Programs(s) of the University of Delhi
for the academic session 2023-24 must read the contents of this Bulletin of Information, as well as the notifications,
updates and information published on the admission website of the University of Delhi very carefully.

3. The candidate must have studied and passed Class XIl Examination or its equivalent from a single recognized
board.

4. The candidate must have passed Class Xll examination of any Board / University examination in India, or any
foreign country recognized as equivalent to the 10+2 system by the Association of Indian Universities (AlU).

5. For admission to University of Delhi, it is mandatory for the candidate to appear in CUET (UG) - 2023 in those
subjects in which s(he) is appearing/has passed Class XII.

6. In case the subject studied at Class Xll is not mentioned in the CUET (UG) - 2023, the candidate must appear in
the Language/Domain Specific subject that is similar/closely related to the subject s(he) has studied at Class Xl
(for example, if a candidate has studied Biochemistry in Class XllI, s(he) must appear in Biology in CUET (UG) - 2023).
7. Admission will be based only on the combination of scores of Language and/or Domain Specific subjects in
which a candidate has appeared in CUET (UG) - 2023 as per the respective Program-Specific Eligibility.

8. Only the scores obtained in CUET (UG) - 2023 will be considered for admissions to the academic year 2023-24.

9. Candidates must study the Program-Specific requirements carefully and then appear in Language and/or
Domain Specific subjects of the CUET (UG) - 2023.

10. The candidate is advised to check that s(he) satisfies all eligibility criteria for the program(s) for which s(he) is
appearing in the entrance test. Admission is subject to the candidate’s fulfilling the eligibility requirements
prescribed for applying to the concerned program of study. In case a candidate does not meet any eligibility
criteria prescribed for applying to the concerned program and appears in the entrance test, it is at the candidate’s
own risk and cost. If at any stage, it is found that eligibility requirements are not fulfilled, the admission, if granted,
shall be cancelled ipso facto.

11. Before registering for CUET (UG) - 2023, the candidate is advised to carefully read the Bulletin of Information
and consult the University of Delhi Act, 1922 and the Statutes. The Ordinances, Rules, and Regulations of the
University of Delhi, available on the University website, would be binding on him/her.

12. Candidates must be careful while filling the CUET(UG)-2023 form as certain fields such as Name, signature,
and photograph of the candidate will be later auto-integrated by University of Delhi from CUET(UG) - 2023. These
fields will be non-editable.

13. As per Ordinance-| of University of Delhi, there is no minimum age bar for admission to the undergraduate
programs in the University and its colleges except in the programs where the respective regulatory bodies, such
as Medical Council of India (MCI), All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE), Bar Council of India (BCl),
National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE), Dental Council of India (DCl), etc. have prescribed the minimum
age requirement in their regulations.

14. Gap year will not be a bar for the purpose of admission to undergraduate programs. However, such candidates
must also appear in CUET (UG) - 2023 for admissions in academic year-2023-24.
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15. The name of the Candidate claiming reservation must match with the Candidate’s name as it appears on their

corresponding School Board qualifying certificates and in CUET(UG) - 2023. Similarly, the parents’ names must
also match in the certificates.

The candidate must have passed the Class Xll or its equivalent examination from a single recognized board

B.Sc.  (Prog.) | Candidates must appear in CUET in the following subject combination:

Life Science Chemistry + Physics + Biology/Biological Studies/ Biotechnology/Biochemistry

Merit will be based on the CUET scores obtained from the above-mentioned combination of
subjects.

Candidates must have obtained a minimum of 30% score in any one language of List A in CUET.

For further details refer University Bulletin Section 10-13
Note: The eligibility requirements may change for admission process as per directives of University of Delhi. The
College will follow the admission policy of University of Delhi.

List of Documents to be uploaded for Admission

Candidates shall be required to upload copies of relevant certificates/documents at the time of applying (as
applicable) and produce the same certificates/documents in original at the time of physical verification at the
College.

1. Class X Certificate in the name of the candidate, indicating date of birth and Parents’ names.

2. Class XIl Marksheet in the name of the candidate. The name of the candidate must match with the CUET(UG) -
2023 form.

3. SC/ST/OBC-NCL/EWS/Minority/CW/KM/PwBD Certificate (in the name of the Candidate) issued by the
competent issuing authority. The name of candidate claiming reservation under SC/ ST/ OBCNCL/ EWS/ Minority/
CW/ KM/ PwBD must match the name that appear on his/her corresponding School Board qualifying certificate
and in CUET(UG)-2023. Similarly, his/her parents’ names must match in both sets of certificates.

4. OBC - Non-Creamy Layer Certificate (in the name of the Candidate) issued by the competent issuing authority,
and wherein the caste is in the OBC Central List issued by http://ncbc.nic.in. The name of the candidate claiming
reservation under OBC -Non-Creamy Layer must match with the name as it appears on his/her corresponding
School Board qualifying certificate and in CUET(UG)-2023; similarly, the parents’ names must match in both sets
of certificates. Income certificate must be issued after March 31, 2023. The format of the OBC-NCL certificate is
given in Annexure IV of CSAS-2023 document.

5. EWS Certificate (in the name of the candidate) from the competent issuing authority certifying the candidate
can claim reservation under this category. The name of the candidate claiming reservation under this category
must match with the name that appears on his/her corresponding School Board qualifying certificate; similarly,
his/her parents’ names must match in both sets of certificates. Income certificate must be issued after March 31,
2023. Refer to Annexure IV (CSAS-2023 document) for the format of the certificate.

6. Candidates claiming admission through ECA/Sports supernumerary quota must upload self-attested copies of
the requisite certificates and produce the relevant required certificates when sought.

7. PwBD disability certificate should be in the name of the candidate issued by a recognized Government Hospital,
bearing a photograph of the candidate (Refer to Annexure IV for the format of the certificate). Disability Certificates
issued after 01.06.2021 must be as per the Gazette Notification no. 1736 (E) dated 05.05.2021 issued by the
Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities and applied through UDID portal. However, Disability
Certificates issued before 01.06.2021, will be considered as per other existing applicable rules and notifications of
the Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities and the University of Delhi.
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8. Candidates applying under the CW category must upload the Educational Concession Certificate (ECC), (in the
name of the candidate) in the format wherein the Priority is clearly mentioned. Refer to Annexure ;
IV (CSAS-2023 document) for the format of the certificate.

9. Candidate applying under the Kashmiri Migrant category must upload the relevant certification
in the correct format issued by Divisional Commissioner/Relief Commissioner.

10. Candidate who wishes to seek admission under the orphans quota will have to upload certificate from a Govt.
recognized Orphanage/Charitable Home or Death certificate of both the parents.

11. Candidate who wish to seek admission under UoD Ward supernumerary quota must upload a valid
employment certificate of his/her parent/s issued by the due officials. Only the employment certificate uploaded
in CSAS(UG)-2023 Application form will be considered. I-cards, Aadhar Card and/or any other document will not
be accepted.

Candidates shall be responsible for the quality and authenticity of the certificate they upload. Candidates must
take utmost care to ensure the uploaded documents/certificates are authentic and accurate. Candidates will be
responsible to produce documents/certificates as sought. All certificates/documents will be returned to the
candidate by the College/Department upon completion of any physical verification that may be required at a later
stage.

If the original certificates are not in English/Hindi, the English/Hindi version/translation of such certificates, duly
certified by the Principal/Director or other competent authority of the last Institute attended, will be required
during the verification of documents.

ADMISSION PROCEDURE

For the academic year 2023-24, admission to all UG Programs of all the Colleges of UoD will be done on the basis
of online Common University Entrance Test (Undergraduate)- 2023 (CUET(UG) - 2023) only.

1. CUET(UG)-2023 is conducted by the National Testing Agency (NTA). The candidate may note that the role of NTA
is limited to the conduct of CUET(UG)-2023, declaration of results, and handling of queries related to the entrance
examination. Simply appearing in CUET(UG)-2023 will not be a sufficient condition to secure a seat in UoD. For
admission to the UoD UG Programs, a candidate must apply in CSAS(UG)-2023.

2. The CSAS(UG)-2023 will serve as a single window for admission to all UG programs of all Colleges of the UoD.
All candidates desirous of taking admission to a College of UoD should apply only through CSAS(UG)-2023. Only
the admissions taken and granted through the official online platform of the UoD (CSAS(UG)-2023) will be
considered valid.

3. Before initiating the application process, the candidate is advised to read the contents of UG BOI-2023 and
CSAS(UG)-2023 carefully, and consult the Delhi University Act, 1922, its amendments and the Statutes. The
Ordinances, Rules, Regulations, and Notifications of the UoD available on the University website, www.du.ac.in
shall be final and binding.

4. Candidates applying to UoD must refer to the UG BOI-2023 for Common Minimum Eligibility criteria and
Program-Specific Eligibility criteria. (https://www.du.ac.in/uploads/new-web/13.02.2023-DU-UG-
BOI1%202023.pdf) .

5. The candidate must refer to the list of Programs, Program-Specific Eligibility Criteria, seat matrix, fee structure
and other relevant information published on the admission website of UoD before selecting the Programs.

6. Determination of eligibility and verification of documents for admission to UoD will be the sole purview of UoD.
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7. Only the candidate who has appeared in CUET(UG)-2023 and has passed Class Xl from a single recognized
board will be eligible to apply for the CSAS(UG)-2023.

8. It is mandatory for the candidate to apply and fill preferences online in CSAS(UG)-2023 of UoD through the
admission website of UoD (admission.uod.ac.in). Application submitted through any other mode will not be
accepted under any circumstances.

9. Seat allocation to all UG Programs will be based solely on the scores obtained in CUET(UG)-2023, subject to
fulfillment of Program-specific eligibility criteria.

10. For allocation of seats in Performance-based/ Sports Proficiency-based/ Practical-based Programs, and ECA &
Sports Supernumerary Quotas, a combined score of CUET(UG)-2023 and Performance Tests/ Sports Trials/
Practical test and/ or certificates will be considered.

11. In case the seats of Supernumerary quota(s) remain vacant, the same will not be converted to any other
Category.

12. Candidates are advised to check their dashboard, email, and admission website (admission.uod.ac.in) for all
communications and updates related to admissions.

13. UoD will not be responsible for a candidate's lack of awareness of the admission guidelines, schedule, Eligibility
Criteria, and CSAS(UG)-2023 rules. It is the sole responsibility of the candidate to keep checking the dashboard,
email and admission website of UoD regularly.

14. In case of non-compliance with the requirements for admission, including non-submission of relevant
documents and/or non-payment of Fee/s within the stipulated date and time, the candidate will lose his/her right
to admission.

15. The candidate will be required to appear in person to verify the original documents as and when notified by
the University/College.

16. Itis the sole responsibility of the candidate to prove his/her eligibility for claiming reservation under any of the
reserved categories (including PwBD, CW, KM and orphans). Candidates applying under SC/ ST/ OBC- NCL/ EWS/
Minority/ CW/ PwBD/ KM/ Orphan categories will be required to upload the certificates/ documents of the
respective reserved category/sub-category issued by the Competent Issuing Authority.

17. If at any stage, documents submitted by the candidate relating to the admission are found to be fake/ non-
genuine and/ or fabricated or in any other manner defective, the said candidate will not be given admission. If
already admitted, admission will be canceled without any prior notice in this regard. If the same is found after
completing the Program, his/her degree will be revoked and appropriate legal action will be taken.

18. A candidate's participation in the admission process will be provisional. If, at any stage, it is found that eligibility
requirements are not fulfilled, the admission, if granted, shall be canceled ipso facto and appropriate legal action
will be taken against such candidate. University will not refund Admission Fee (if paid) in case a candidate is found
ineligible at any stage.

19. The University reserves the right to cancel the admission of any candidate who violates the rules and
regulations laid down by the UoD.

ALLOCATION RULES

1. In the context of provisional seat allocation, 'Allocated Seat' refers to a unique combination of Program + College.
For example, a “B.A. (Hons.) in Psychology at College X" is referred to as an 'Allocated Seat'.

2. The University will consider Normalized scores provided by NTA to calculate the merit scores as per Program
Specific Eligibility.
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3. The Highest Possible Preference will be provisionally allocated to a candidate considering the following criteria:
a. Program-Specific merit.

b. Category (UR/OBC-NCL/SC/ST/EWS/Minority).

c. Availability of seats.

d. Any other allocation rules, policies, or criteria as mentioned in this document (CSAS(UG)-2023), UG BOI - 2023,
or published on the admission website of UoD.

4. The merit list for the UR category seats will comprise all candidates in order of merit. No one will be excluded
from the same. In other words, the merit list for the Unreserved (UR) category will also include SC/ST/OBC-NCL
/Minority/EWS candidates, irrespective of category, if they meet the criterion of merit for the UR category. No
candidate can be excluded from the UR category merit list just because the Candidate belongs to or has applied
under SC/ST/OBC-NCL/EWS/ Minority category. Discrimination on the basis of category/ caste is completely
unlawful. The University of Delhi does not tolerate discrimination against any Candidate/student on this basis.
Strict action will be taken against any violations.

5. If candidates belonging to SC/ST/OBC-NCL/EWS/Minority/PwBD/CW/KM/ CW/ Orphan category do not have a
valid certificate/ document issued by the respective issuing authority at the time of applying to CSAS(UG)-2023,
they will not be considered for allocation in the relevant category as claimed. (Details related to category certificate
issuing authority are published on the admission website).

6. If the total number of eligible ST category candidates who have applied for particular Program exhausts, then
the remaining seats under this category for that particular Program will be allocated to eligible SC category
candidates and vice-versa.

7. In case, a candidate who was allocated a seat under any reserved category/ sub-category and was rejected on
the basis of deficiency/ies in the category/sub-category/ caste documents, he/she may be considered for seat
allocation in subsequent round/s (if any) in UR category as per his/her eligibility, merit and availability of seats in
UR. (Refer Chapter 5 CSAS(UG)-2023 document)

ACCEPTANCE OF THE PROVISIONALLY ALLOCATED SEAT

Once a seat has been allocated in a particular round, the candidate must 'Accept’ the Allocated Seat before the
last date/time specified for the given allocation round. The provision for acceptance of a particular Allocated Seat
will be valid only for the round in which the seat was allocated to the candidate.

In case a candidate is offered multiple seats in a particular round, s(he) must "Accept" ONE Allocated seat ONLY.
Inactivity/no-action will be taken as non-acceptance to the Allocated Seat. It will be treated as a decline to the
provisionally Allocated Seat and the candidate will no longer be able to participate in subsequent rounds of
CSAS(UG)-2023.

ONLINE APPROVAL BY THE COLLEGE

Once the candidate "Accept" the provisionally Allocated Seat, the concerned College will verify the eligibility and
documents uploaded by the candidate online. The College will verify the following within the stipulated timeline:
1. Minimum Eligibility of the candidate.

2. Program-Specific Eligibility of the candidate.

3. Subject Mapping: Only those CUET(UG)-2023 Language and/ or Domain specific papers in which the candidate
has passed Class XII will be considered.

4. Validity and authenticity of Documents/Certificates submitted by the candidate.
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During the online approval process, if a college seeks more clarity/ information from the candidate, it may raise a
query to the Candidate (refer to CSAS-2023 document Section 6.3).

After verification, the College will either 'Approve' or 'Reject' the provisionally Allocated Seat of the candidate. No
application will be left unattended by the Colleges.

In case of Approval:

Once the College accords the approval, the candidate will have to pay the 'Admission Fee' (refer to CSAS-2023
document Section 6.4).

In case of Rejection:

At the time of online verification, if an application gets rejected, the College will state the reason for rejection. For
rejecting an application, the College will indicate any of the following reason/s:

1. Non-fulfillment of the Minimum Eligibility by the Candidate.

2. Not-fulfillment of Program-Specific Eligibility by the Candidate.

3. Not-fulfillment of the subject-mapping criteria.

4. Invalid documents/certificates submitted by the candidate.

5. Failure to respond to the query(ies) raised by the College within the stipulated time.

RESPOND TO QUERIES (IF ANY) DURING COLLEGE APPROVALS

During the online approval process, if a College raises a query(ies) then the candidate must respond online
(through the candidate's dashboard) within the stipulated time. Failure to respond to the query(ies) will lead to
rejection of the Allocated Seat and the candidate will be out of CSAS(UG)-2023.

ADMISSION TO THE PROVISIONALLY ALLOCATED SEAT

After the College approves, the candidate will have to pay the Admission Fee for the approved seat. The admission
process will be treated as complete only after successful payment of the admission fee.

If a candidate fails to pay the admission fee within the stipulated time, it will be considered as a cancellation of
the provisionally Allocated Seat. The Allocated Seat shall be forfeited and the candidate will not be considered for
any subsequent CSAS(UG)- 2023 allocation rounds. The candidate will forfeit all the rights of the allocated seat
and will not be considered for any subsequent CSAS(UG)-2023 allocation rounds.

SUBSEQUENT ROUNDS OF ALLOCATION

Based on the availability of the seats that arise due to rejections, cancellations, and withdrawals, the University
may announce multiple allocation rounds. The UoD will display the vacant seats on its admission website
(admission.uod.ac.in) before every allocation round.

All candidates who have applied for CSAS-2023 will be eligible for all allocation rounds, except those whose
allocated seat/admission has been canceled for whatever reason.

All admitted candidates who opt for the "Upgrade" option in a particular round will be considered for respective
CSAS-2022 allocation round, subject to the availability of seats.
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Candidates who were allocated their first preference in any round will not be considered in subsequent rounds
of allocation.

ADMISSION GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE

There will be a Central Admission Grievance Committee (refer Chapter 19 CSAS(UG)-2023 document). Every
College shall have its own Grievance Committee. Applicants having grievances about admission should first
approach the Grievance Committee of the College. There will be Grievance Sub-Committee to look into grievances
of SC/ST/OBC/EWS and another one for PwD applicants. The details of the College Grievance Redressal Committee
and the Sub-Committee will be displayed on the website of the College and on the admission website of UoD to
facilitate and address the needs/queries of candidates within the stipulated time. If the grievance is not resolved
within a reasonable time, the applicant may approach the Central Admission Grievance Committee. Admission
Grievance Committee Conveners: Dr. Lokesh Chandra Mishra and Mr. Khem Chand (for SC/ST/OBC-
NCL/EWS/PwBD candidates)

Discipline and Attendance

The College expects its students to conduct themselves in a disciplined and dignified manner in the College and
outside. Students are responsible for their conduct to the Principal and are prohibited from doing anything, either
inside or outside the College that will amount to a breach of discipline or interference in the College. A student
will be liable to disciplinary action for violation of any of the rules of discipline. Disciplinary action may involve
warning, and/ or fine, and/or suspension from use of the College library or even from the College as such, or any
such action as provided for in Ordinance XV(B) and XV(C) of the Rules of Discipline of the University of Delhi.
Students shall conduct themselves in a gentlemanly manner both towards the members of the staff (teaching and
nonteaching) and towards their fellow students. Use of indecent language or unparliamentary conduct including
teasing etc., shall be severely dealt with. As per the Hon'ble Supreme Court's order, smoking is strictly prohibited
inside and around educational institutions. Delhi University is partnering with Delhi Police and World lung
Foundation, South Asia to promote a tobacco free environment. As a step in that direction, smoking is banned in
Hansraj College. Students shall maintain perfect silence in class rooms and desist from demonstrations or
disorderly behaviour. They must not loiter in the corridors or in front of class and must keep as quiet as possible
at all times. During their free periods, students should work quietly either in the Library or Reading Room, or
spend time in the Students Common Room but without causing any disturbance. Students shall take proper care
of the College furniture and premises, and must not spoil or cause any damage to or tamper with College property,
furniture, fittings and lawns. Students shall leave their bicycles, scooters or motorcycles locked in the parking area
at their own risk. No bicycle, scooters or motorcycles shall be parked in any other part of the College building. No
Society can be formed in the College nor shall any person be invited to address a meeting in the College without
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the prior permission of the Principal. No student suffering from any contagious or infectious diseases will be
permitted to attend the College.

Attendance advisory: As per the Delhi University Ordinance VII Chapter lll, it is mandatory for all students
to maintain a minimum of two-third of (approx. 67%) attendance in lectures, tutorials and practical in
order to be eligible for appearing in the final examinations.

In view of above, it has been decided that the student who possess less than 40% of Attendance in lectures,
tutorials and practical will not be allowed to appear in the Examinations. However, the student who
retains attendance in between 40-66.67% has to submit an undertaking/request to the
Principal/Attendance Committee to appear in the examination. Decision of the Principal/Attendance
Committee will be final while allowing or rejecting the request of the student. We urge all students to take
this matter seriously and ensure that they attend their classes regularly to maintain the required
attendance percentage.

Prohibition of Ragging

Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited within the College premises or any other part of Delhi University as well
as on public transport. Any individual or collective act or practice of ragging constitutes gross indiscipline and shall
be dealt with under Ordinance XVC. Ragging or the purpose of this Ordinance ordinarily means any act, conduct
or practice by which dominantpower or status of senior students is brought to bear on students freshly enrolled
or students who are in anyway considered junior or inferior by other students. It includes individual or collective
acts or practices which: Involve physical assault or threat, and/or use of physical force; Violate the status, dignity
and honour of women students; Violate the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to the scheduled
castes and tribes; Expose students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem; Entail verbal abuse and
aggression, indecent gestures and obscene behaviour. In case any student, who has obtained degrees of Delhi
University, is found committing an act or practice of ragging she/he may be subjected under Ordinance XV to
appropriate action for withdrawal of degrees conferred by the University. For the purpose of Ordinance XV
abetment of ragging will also amount to ragging.

The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace

(Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013 (MINISTRY OF LAW AND JUSTICE)

An Act to provide protection against sexual harassment of women at workplace and for the prevention and
redressal of complaints of sexual harassment and for matters connected therewith incidental thereto.

WHEREAS sexual harassment results in violation of the fundamental rights of a woman to equality under articles
14 and 15 of the Constitution of India and her right to life and to live with dignity under article 21 of the
Constitution and right to practice any profession or to carry on any occupation, trade or business which includes
a right to a safe environment free from sexual harassment; AND WHEREAS the protection against sexual
harassment and the right to work with dignity are universally recognized human rights by international
conventions and instruments such as Convention on the Elimination of all forms of discrimination against Women,
which has been ratified on the 25th June, 1993 by the Government of India. AND WHEREAS it is expedient to make
provision for giving effect to the said Convention for protection of women against sexual harassment at workplace.
For details, please see the website https://indiacode.nic.in/acts-in-pdf/142013.pdf. General Rules: Information
required should be obtained through the designated window. Students are expected to make proper and careful
use of the College facilities.
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RESERVATIONS AND RELAXATIONS

The merit list for the unreserved category (UR) seats will comprise all the applicants in order of merit. No one will
be excluded from the same. In other words, the merit list will also include SC/ST/OBC-NCL/EWS/Orphan
applicants, irrespective of category, if they meet the criterion of merit for UR category. No applicant can be
excluded from the UR category merit list just because the applicant belongs to or has applied under
SC/ST/OBC/EWS/Orphan category. Such an applicant is entitled to be considered under the UR category, as well
as under the reserved category. Admission to UR category seats will be strictly in order of merit without excluding
SC/ST/OBC/EWS/Orphan applicants. Discrimination on the basis of category/ caste is completely unlawful. The
University of Delhi does not tolerate discrimination against any applicant/student on this basis. Strict action will
be taken against any violations. Applicants seeking admission under SC/ST/OBC/EWS/Orphan category will have
to produce for verification certificates in their own names.

Reservation of Seats for Scheduled Caste (SC) and Scheduled Tribe (ST) applicants

22.5% of the total numbers of seats is reserved for Candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes
(15% for Scheduled Caste and 7.5% for Scheduled Tribes, interchangeable if necessary).

The Candidate must be in possession of the Caste/Tribe certificate in his/her own name at the time of Registration
and Admission. The Caste certificate should clearly state:

(@) Name of his/her caste/tribe; (b) Whether candidate belongs to SC or ST; (c) District and the State or Union
Territory of Candidate’s usual place of residence, and (d) the appropriate Govt. of India Schedule under which his
/ her caste / tribe is approved as SC or ST.

Candidate will have to produce the valid original SC or ST caste/tribe certificate at the time of admission.

The following are empowered to issue the requisite SC / ST certificate:

a. District Magistrate / Additional District Magistrate / Collector / Deputy Commissioner / Addl. Deputy
Commissioner / Deputy Collector / 1st class Stipendiary Magistrate / City Magistrate / Sub-Divisional

Magistrate / Taluka Magistrate / Executive Magistrate / Extra Assistant Commissioner.

b. Chief Presidency Magistrate / Addl. Chief Presidency Magistrate / Presidency Magistrate.

c. Revenue Officer not below the rank of Tehsildar.

d. Sub- Divisional Officer of the area where the Candidate and/ or his family normally resides.

e. Administrator / Secretary to the Administrator/ Development Officer (Lakshadweep Islands).

Candidates to note that the SC/ ST Certificate from any other person / authority shall not be accepted in any case.
If the Candidate happens to belong to SC or ST, Candidate’s caste / tribe must be listed in the appropriate Govt.
of India Schedule. It is a statutory obligation on the part of Colleges to fill all seats reserved for Scheduled Caste /
Scheduled Tribe Candidates. Colleges shall not refuse admission to any SC/ ST Candidate on the basis of medium
of instruction. Any deficiency in the knowledge of any particular language should be addressed; for this purpose
remedial classes may be arranged by the College by utilizing grants available from University Grants Commission.
For Further details refer University Bulletin 2023-24.

Reservation of Seats for Other Backward Classes (OBC, Non-Creamy Layer, Central List)

27% seats are reserved for the Candidates belonging to Other Backward Classes (OBC - Non-Creamy Layer, Central
List). At the time of giving admission to an OBC Candidate, the College will ensure that the caste is included in the
Central List of OBC (the OBC status is to be determined on the basis of the Central (Govt. of India) List of OBCs
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notified by the Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment on the recommendations of the National Commission
for Backward Classes (available at the website http://ncbc.nic.in/backward classes/index.html.)

The certificate must mention non-creamy layer status of the Candidate (Non-creamy layer status issued by an
authority mentioned in DOPT Office Memorandum no. 36012/22/93- Estt. (SCT) dated 15.11.1993).

The OBC Candidates who belong to the ‘Non-Creamy Layer’ and whose caste appears in the Central List of the
OBCs only, shall be eligible to be considered for admission under the OBC category (Validity period of OBC
certificate in respect of ‘non-creamy layer' status of the Candidates as per DOPT Office Memorandum No.
36036/2/2013-Estt. (Res- |) dated 31 March 2016). The certificate should be issued on or after 31st March, 2023.
It is a statutory obligation on the part of Colleges to fill all the seats reserved for OBC Candidates.

Reservation policy for Economically Weaker Sections (EWS)

As per the University of Delhi notifications (Reference No. Aca. | / Reservation of EWSs / 2019/ 63 Dated 28th March
2019 and Reference No. Aca. I/ Reservation of EWSs/2019/101 Dated 15th May 2019), for the reservation for
Economically Weaker Sections (EWSs) Category, the University Departments / Centres / Colleges have reserved
10% seats for admission of candidates belonging to EWS category. The certificate should be issued on or after
31st March, 2023.

SUPERNUMERARY SEATS

Reservation of Seats for Persons with Benchmark Disabilities (PwBD)

A. Locomotor Disability

Locomotor disability (a person’s inability to execute distinctive activities associated with movement of self and
objects resulting from affliction of musculoskeletal or nervous system or both), including—

1. "leprosy cured person" means a person who has been cured of leprosy but is suffering from—

i) loss of sensation in hands or feet as well as loss of sensation and paresis in the eye and eye-lid but with no
manifestation of deformity; ii) manifest deformity and paresis but having sufficient mobility in their hands and
feet to enable them to engage in normal economic activity; iii) extreme physical deformity as well as advanced
age which prevents him/her from undertaking any gainful occupation, and the expression "leprosy cured" shall
construed accordingly;

2. "cerebral palsy" means a Group of non-progressive neurological condition affecting body movements and
muscle coordination, caused by damage to one or more specific areas of the brain, usually occurring before,
during or shortly after birth;

3. "dwarfism" means a medical or genetic condition resulting in an adult height of 4feet 10 inches (147
centimeters) or less;

4. "muscular dystrophy" means a group of hereditary genetic muscle disease that weakens the muscles that move
the human body and persons with multiple dystrophy have incorrect and missing information in their genes,
which prevents them from making the proteins they need for healthy muscles. It is characterized by progressive
skeletal muscle weakness, defects in muscle proteins, and the death of muscle cells and tissue;

5. "acid attack victims" means a person disfigured due to violent assaults by throwing of acid or similar corrosive
substance.

B. Visual impairment

6. "blindness" means a condition where a person has any of the following conditions, after best correction
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i) total absence of sight; or ii) visual acuity less than 3/60 or less than 10/200 (Snellen) in the better eye with best
possible correction; or iii) limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than 10 degree.

7. "low-vision" means a condition where a person has any of the following conditions, namely:

i) visual acuity not exceeding 6/18 or less than 20/60 upto 3/60 or upto 10/200 (Snellen) in the better eye

with best possible corrections; or ii) limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than 40 degree
upto 10 degree.

C. Hearing Impairment

8. "deaf" means persons having 70 DB hearing loss in speech frequencies in both ears;

9. "hard of hearing" means person having 60 DB to 70 DB hearing loss in speech frequencies in both ears;

10. "speech and language disability" means a permanent disability arising out of conditions such as laryngectomy
or aphasia affecting one or more components of speech and language due to organic or neurological causes.

D. Intellectual Disability

A condition characterised by significant limitation both in intellectual functioning (reasoning, learning, problem
solving) and in adaptive behaviour which covers a range of every day, social and practical skills, including—

11. "specific learning disabilities" means a heterogeneous group of conditions wherein there is a deficit in
processing language, spoken or written, that may manifest itself as a difficulty to comprehend, speak, read, write,
spell, or to do mathematical calculations and includes such conditions as perceptual disabilities, dyslexia,
dysgraphia, dyscalculia, dyspraxia and developmental aphasia;

12. "autism spectrum disorder" means a neuro-developmental condition typically appearing in the first three
years of life that significantly affects a person’s ability to communicate, understand relationships and relate to
others, and is frequently associated with unusual or stereotypical rituals or behaviours.

E. Mental lliness

"Mental illness" means a substantial disorder of thinking, mood, perception, orientation or memory that grossly
impairs judgment, behaviour, capacity to recognise reality or ability to meet the ordinary demands of life, but does
not include retardation which is a condition of arrested or incomplete development of mind of a person, specially
characterised by subnormality of intelligence.

F. Disability caused due to Chronic neurological conditions, such as—

13. "multiple sclerosis" means an inflammatory, nervous system disease in which the myelin sheaths around the
axons of nerve cells of the brain and spinal cord are damaged, leading to demyelination and affecting the ability
of nerve cells in the brain and spinal cord to communicate with each other;

14. "Parkinson’s disease" means a progressive disease of the nervous system marked by tremor, muscular rigidity,
and slow, imprecise movement, chiefly affecting middle-aged and elderly people associated with degeneration of
the basal ganglia of the brain and a deficiency of the neurotransmitter dopamine.

G. Blood Disorder

15. "haemophilia" means an inheritable disease, usually affecting only male but trans- mitted by women to

their male children, characterised by loss or impairment of the normal clotting ability of blood so that a minor
wound may result in fatal bleeding.

16. "Thalassemia" means a group of inherited disorders characterised by reduced or absent amounts of
haemoglobin.

17. "Sickle cell disease" means a haemolytic disorder characterised by chronic anaemia, painful events, and
various complications due to associated tissue and organ damage; "haemolytic" refers to the destruction of the
cell membrane of red blood cells resulting in the release of haemoglobin.

H. Multiple Disabilities (more than one of the above specified disabilities)
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Multiple disabilities including deaf blindness which means a condition in which a per- son may have combination
of hearing and visual impairments causing severe communication, developmental, and educational problems.
I. Any other category as may be notified by the Central Government.

Concessional/Waiver of fees in respect of Persons with Disabilities (PwBD)

a. Candidates with physical disabilities pursuing various programs of study in the Faculties, Departments, Centres,
and Institutions / Colleges of the University shall be exempted from payment of fees, including examination fee
and other University fees, except Admission fee, subscription towards Delhi University students’ Union and
Identity Card fee(As per amendment to Ordinance X(4) of the University).

b. PwBD Candidates who meet the merit for the unreserved category and will take admission in the unreserved
category (UR) will pay the fee relevant for PwBD Candidate.

c. As per the Executive Council Resolution No. 50 dated 03.11.2012, students with physical disabilities residing in
different Hostels / Halls of the University are exempted from payment of all hostel fees and charges except
refundable caution fee and the mess fees. Persons with Physical Disabilities who are students shall pay 50% of
the Mess fee and the remaining 50% of their Mess Fee will be met by the University of Delhi.

Similar norms are to be adopted by the Colleges in respect of PwBD Students residing in various hostels of the
Colleges.

d. PwBD students who are getting fellowships / financial assistance shall be exempted from payment of fees /
charges / mess fees subject to the following conditions.

Value of Fellowship Exemption of Fees Waiver etc.

Up to Rs. 3000/- per month Fees waiver + 50% Mess Subsidy

Rs. 3001 to 8000 per month Fees waiver but no Mess Subsidy

Rs. 8001 and above per month No fees waiver and no Hostel Subsidy

Candidates must ensure that the PwBD certificate is in the name of the candidate and issued by a recognized
Government Hospital, bearing duly attested photograph of the candidate.

Reservation for Children/Widows of Personnel of the Armed Forces (CW)

Five percent (5%) of seats are reserved for Candidates under this category, program-wise in all colleges.
Candidates desirous of taking admission under the CW quota of the University must appear in CUET (UG) - 2023.
All such Candidates have to upload the Educational Concession Certificate (ECC) issued by any of the following
authorities on the proper letterhead:

(a) Secretary, Kendriya Sainik Board, Delhi. (b) Secretary, Rajya Zila Sainik Board. (c) Officer-in-Charge, Record
Office. (d) 1st Class Stipendiary Magistrate. (e) Ministry of Home Affairs (For Police Personnel in receipt of Gallantry
Awards)

No other format shall be permissible. Proofs of the CW category in the form of ID card of parent or dependent,
Medical card, Ration card, CSD card, etc. are not admissible in lieu of certificate in correct format. The priority
must be clearly mentioned in the certificate. Certificates that do not mention the relevant priority will not be
considered*. Admission may be offered to the Children/Widows of Personnel of the Armed Forces (Priority to IX)
including Para-

Military Personnel (only Priority | to V), in the following order of preference:

Priority | Widows/Wards of Defence personnel killed in action;
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Priority Il Wards of Defence Personnel disabled in action and boarded out from service with disability
attributable to military service.

Priority Il Widows/Wards of Defence Personnel who died while in peace time with death attributable to
military service;

Priority IV Wards of Defence Personnel disabled in service and boarded out with disability attributable to
military service;

Priority V Wards of Serving/Ex-servicemen including personnel of police forces who are in receipt of

Gallantry Awards; i. ParamVir Chakra ii. Ashok Chakra iii. MahaVir Chakra iv. Kirti Chakra v. Vir
Chakra vi. Shaurya Chakra vii. President's Police Medal for Gallantry viii. Sena Medal (Gallantry),
Nau Sena Medal (Gallantry), Vayu Sena Medal (Gallantry) ix. Mention-in-Despatches x. Police
Medal for Gallantry

Priority VI Wards of Ex-Servicemen.

Priority VII Wives of: i. Defence personnel disabled in action and boarded out from service. ii. Defence
personnel disabled in service and boarded out with disability attributable to military service iii.
Ex-servicemen and serving personnel who are in receipt of Gallantry Awards.

Priority VIII Wards of Serving Personnel

Priority IX Wives of Serving Personnel

*The University may ask for supporting documents along with ECC.

Seats for Kashmiri Migrants

Up to 5% seats are reserved program-wise in all colleges for the wards of Kashmiri Migrants. All the wards of
Kashmiri Migrants will have to upload a certificate of registration as Kashmiri Migrants issued by Divisional
Commissioner/ Relief Commissioner. Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Kashmiri Migrants quota
must appear in CUET (UG) - 2023.

Prime Minister’s Special Scholarship Scheme for J&K students

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Prime Minister's Special Scholarship Scheme for J&K students
must appear in CUET (UG) - 2023.

Nomination of Seats for Sikkimese Students

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Sikkim nomination scheme must appear in CUET (UG) - 2023.
Sikkimese students nominated by the Govt. of Sikkim shall be considered for admission by the University in
Colleges where hostel facilities are available (AC Resolutions 51 dated 05/06/1980 and 122 dated 17/12/1990). The
allocation of Sikkimese students for admission as well as for hostel accommodation in respective colleges be made
by the Vice-Chancellor at his discretion.

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the Ward Quota of Employees of University of Delhi must appear
in CUET (UG) - 2023. Admission to the wards of University and its College employees, both teaching and non-
teaching will be done as per Academic Council resolution 9 a & b dated 27.11.2020 and subsequent amendments
thereof. Candidates must be in possession of a valid Employment Certificate issued by due officials at the time of
registration. Only the Employment certificate uploaded at the time of registration will be considered. I-cards,
Aadhar Card and/or any other document will not be accepted.

Seats for Orphans Quota

Candidates desirous of taking admission under the supernumerary Quota for Orphans must appear in CUET (UG)
- 2023. The University of Delhi will be admitting two candidates (one male and one female) in each program of
study, both at the Undergraduate and Postgraduate level, . These two seats will be supernumerary. The Council
of the University further resolved that the expenditure incurred for admission and continuance of study of such
students in the University or its Colleges shall be met from the University Welfare Fund or College Students'
Welfare Fund, as the case may be, for admissions in the University or in the College.

Extra-curricular and Sports Quota

Colleges must provide Sports and ECA facilities and encourage all students to participate in Sports and Extra-
Curricular Activities by introducing inter-class competitions and mass participation. For ECA and Sports admission,
5% of total sanctioned strength of the College shall be allocated. The College can allocate between 1% to 4% to
ECA and Sports, subject to a maximum of 5% intake of the College. In addition, not more than 20% seats of the
earmarked seats of a quota shall be allocated to a single program. For both ECA and Sports quota, only the
certificates issued between the time period of 1st May 2019 - 30th April 2023 will be considered. Additional
information regarding schedule and availability of seats will be notified on the University website.

Guidelines for Admissions under Extra Curricular Activities (ECA)

Admission through the ECA quota for the academic year 2023-24 will be done in 14 ECA Categories. However,
admission to these categories and sub-categories is subject to them being offered by the Colleges. The list of ECA

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1. Candidates can apply for a maximum of three ECA categories. However, admission will be offered in only one
category.

2. For each ECA category in which the candidate is applying, s(he) must upload a maximum of Best Five (05)
certificates of the preceding four years, issued between the time period of 1st May 2019 - 30th April 2023.

3. Before applying, the candidates are advised to refer to the College-wise ECA seat matrix and the availability of
ECA categories/sub-categories in various Colleges (published on admission.uod.ac.in).

4. Allocations to ECA Supernumerary quota for all Colleges is through the Central ECA Admission Committee of
the University.

5. For admissions under the ECA Supernumerary quota, a candidate's Combined ECA Merit (CEM) score will be
considered. The CEM score of a candidate will be the summation of 25% of the highest Program-Specific CUET
percentage score of all the Programs in which s(he) has applied and 75% of the highest ECA score obtained from
the ECA categories for which the candidate is being considered.

6. The maximum marks for ECA score shall be 75, comprising performance in physical trials and/or uploaded
certificates, as applicable.7. For an ECA score of 75 marks, for all 12 categories (except NCC and NSS), 60 marks
shall be awarded on the basis of physical trials and 15 marks shall be awarded on the basis of the submitted
certificates.

7. For an ECA score of 75 marks, for all categories (except NCC and NSS), 60 marks shall be awarded on the basis
of physical trials and 15 marks shall be awarded on the basis of the submitted certificates.

8. In the award of scores for performance in physical trials, the discretion of judges will be final and binding.

9. All candidates seeking admission through ECA Supernumerary quota will have to mandatorily submit an
Undertaking at the time of admission, stating that for the entire period of their Under-Graduation study, they shall
participate in the activities for the College and the University under the ECA category for which s/he has been
admitted in the College, failing which the College has the right to cancel the admission of the candidate anytime
during the entire duration of the course of study.

10. The College-wise ECA seat matrix, details and schedule of physical trials (wherever applicable), and other
additional information for the ECA admissions 2023-24 will be notified on the UoD Admission website. The
candidates must keep checking the website regularly for all admission-related information under the ECA Quota.
Note: Certificate Marking Scheme and Trials are based on Section 22.1.1, 22.1.4, 22.1.5 of CSAS-2023
document.

Information about ECA and Sports may be found in Chapter 22 of CSAS(UG)-2023 document and
University admission portal. The evaluation for ECA Admissions will be done by the rules and
regulations framed in University Bulletin and its corrigendum (if any).

Guidelines for Admission on the Basis of Sports

Candidate seeking admission on the basis of Sports Supernumerary Quota is required to apply online on the
CSAS(UG)- 2023 Application Form.

Candidate can apply for a maximum of three Games/Sports. Admission herein will be based on:

a) Admission without Sports Trial: These are termed Category A candidates (Details of eligibility for Category A is
stated in sub-section 22.2.1 CSAS(UG)- 2023 document). The criteria for admission of Category A candidates will
be based solely on the scrutiny of the uploaded Merit / Participation Sports Certificate by the candidate in the
CSAS(UG)-2023 Application Form. The candidate must have appeared in the CUET(UG)-2023 conducted by NTA.
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b) Admission on the basis of Sports Trial: These are termed Category B, C & D candidates (Details of eligibility for
Category B, C, and D are stated in sub-section 22.2.2). The criteria for admission of Category B, C, and D candidates
will be based on the Combined Sports Merit (CSM) comprising 25% of the highest Program-Specific CUET
percentage score of all the Programs in which the candidate has applied, 25% of the highest marks obtained by
the candidate in the evaluation of uploaded Merit/Participation Sports Certificate, and 50% of the highest score
obtained by the candidate in the given Sports Trials.
